Opposition

Stephierd’s Conner| ere is a saying that if you try to do something, especially something good and worth-
while, you will eventually face some tough opposition. The life of Jesus Christ, the Son of
God is a perfect illustration of what I am trying to say.

Jesus Christ faced opposition from the start of His ministry and the opposition continues even today. Mark 3:1-6 tells
us how Jesus was both angered and grieved at the Pharisees because of the opposition in the form of the hard-
ness of their hearts. At this particular time, the Pharisees were fierce opponents of Jesus and attacked Him at every
opportunity.

The Pharisees had set in their minds to oppose and destroy God’s beloved Son because of the contempt, hate and
anger they had in their hearts against Him. They didn’t care about God’s law of the Sabbath because they broke it
themselves, and Jesus knew all about it. Jesus’ miracles and good works did not faze them because their minds
were blinded by hate.

Christians can make the same mistake as the enemies of Jesus made, if they oppose God and His teaching. Because
of pinned up emotion, anger and hate within their hearts. Please be mindful of these facts and remember to control
and deal quickly with hate, anger and emotions, and never let them fester and turn into a destructive incurable
cancer because we don’t want to oppose God. The apostle Paul said, “®“ Be angry and do not sin; do not let the
sun go down on your anger, (Eph. 4:26 ESV). Therefore let us be wise and heed the Apostle Paul’s warning be-
cause it is unwise to oppose God.

At this time of year, it is difficult for us to see Je- =

sus other than as a little baby. We know why he LT
came, but we usually focus on his death on the

cross at another time of year. However, we must never forget that Jesus
came to die.

Those soft baby hands fashioned by the Holy Spirit in Mary’s womb
were made to have two great nails hammered through them. Those little
chubby feet were made to walk up a hill and be nailed to a cross. That
sacred head was made to wear a crown of thorns. His tender body
wrapped in swaddling clothes would be pierced by a Roman spear.

The death of Christ was no accident; he was born to die. Jesus died to
remove the curse so we could regain our dominion. But to do that, he
had to come as a man. In doing so he temporarily became lower than the
angels, yet he accomplished something no angel ever could -- our re-
demption. We were enemies of God and were alienated from him. Christ
came to die in our place—to be our substitute. God had two options: ei-
ther let us die and pay for our own sins, or allow a substitute to take our
punishment and die in our place. He mercifully chose the latter.

It is vital that we acknowledge the fact of Christ’s substitutionary death
because modern liberal theology claims Jesus died merely as an exam-
ple, like a martyr dying for some cause. In reality he died as a substitute
for you and me. As a result he freed us to live for and with God. We
should all rejoice that this creator of angels, this Lord of hosts, was will-
ing to become lower than his creation for our sakes to bring us peace!
